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2. Casey slightly ahead of McCormick, 48% to 42% 
Senator Bob Casey Jr. holds an apparent lead over David McCormick in the race for U.S. Senate, with 48% of 
respondents choosing Casey to McCormick’s 42%. No other candidate in the poll received more than 2% from 
voters and 7% were undecided. 
 
“The presidential race is attracting a cohort of voters who still remain unsure of their choices in the Senate 
race, but I would, in the final days, rather be Bob Casey than Dave McCormick,” said political science Associate 
Professor John Cluverius, the Center for Public Opinion’s director of survey research. “Casey is counting on 
name recognition to win the day, while McCormick is trying to bring home voters who just aren’t very familiar 
with him.” 
 
An Oct. 17 UMass Lowell poll showed 48% of likely voters supporting Casey and 39% supporting McCormick. In 
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
