2020 National Election Pool (NEP) exit poll, and the 2020 CES
surveys, including demographics and 2020 presidential vote.

The matched cases were weighted to the sampling frame using
propensity scores. The matched cases and the frame were
combined and a logistic regression was estimated for inclusion in
the frame. The propensity score function included age, gender,
race/ethnicity, years of education, and region. The propensity
scores were grouped into deciles of the estimated propensity
score in the frame and post-stratified according to these deciles.
The main sample weights were then post-stratified on 2020
presidential vote choice as well as a four-way stratification of
gender, age (4-categories), race (4-categories), and education (4-
categories), to produce the within sample weights. For the
oversample, results were post-stratified on 2020 presidential vote
choice and a three-way stratification of age (2-categories), race
(4-categories), and education (4-categories). After weighting
separately, the samples were combined (1500 cases) and then
poststratified on each group's prevalence within the population,
as determined through the modeled frame. The weights were

All crosstabs must have at least 50 (preferably 100) unweighted
respondents per column in order to report their results. Every
crosstab result reported in the release appears in the crosstabs.

This poll utilizes a non-probability sample. All respondents are
YouGov panelists who have been active panelists for 30 days or
longer.
